The processes outlined
in the governance
document of the proposing
College must be met and
the packet must contain
documentation that the
requirements were met.
Once all college level
approvals have been
gained, the forms are
submitted to the Graduate
Council for approval.
Faculty contact on the
form will be notified via e-
mail of the meeting date
when the proposal will be
discussed. Faculty, or a
representative, are
required to be present to
answer questions when
the proposal is reviewed.
Proposals without a
representative will be
deferred. If the Council
votes to approve the
proposal, it sends it to the
Revional Vice Chancellor
for Academic Affairs. If
the Council votes to
disapprove the proposal, it
returns it to the faculty
contact for the proposal.
In all cases the Council
reports its decision to the
Vice Chancellor for
Academic Affairs, the
Faculty Council, and the
faculty contact for the
proposal.

VICE CHANCELLOR

Once a proposal is
approved by the
Council, it goes
forward to the Vice
Chancellor for
Academic Affairs
who then approves
or disapproves the
proposal. The
decision of the Vice
Chancellor for
Academic Affairs
will be reported to
the Graduate
Council, the Faculty
Council, and the
faculty contact for
the proposal.
